1. This procedure is Intended for anyone involved in: 

 Providing services to adults who are parents & carers  
 

 Providing services to children and young people   
 

2. When to use this procedure 

This procedure is to be used when considering the likelihood and severity of the 
impact of an adult’s mental ill health on a child.  It involves the practitioner 
thinking about the nature of risk and also the protective factors for the child so it 
brings into being the practitioner’s professional judgement.
