In the consideration of the specific issues related to female clients there could be greater evidence of consideration of “trauma informed care”. Whilst there is
recognition of the part that trauma plays in the journey that these clients have undertaken, there is no real development of this theme.

Training programmes are mentioned but need more detail where adapted programmes may be needed for people with LD for example.

Substance misuse (particularly NPS effects) Co morbidity needs to feature more and recognised in this guidance and specifications. Stopping over medication
guidance is a key consideration and source of information.

We believe restraint should to be covered in more detail, and with reference to other means of managing challenging behaviour other than last resort physical
interventions
